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Help! My Help Doesn’t Work! 
Windows Vista Has a New Approach to Help Files 

If you’ve only been using a computer for, say, fifteen years, then you may not know about one of the 
great advantages of the Windows environment: Standardization. It used to be that programs 
shipped with files like readme.doc (which was not a Word file back then) or instructions.txt. 

Or even readme.txt. 

Every program was different, and you had to go look for the instructions somewhere on the disc. 

When Windows came out, they introduced a standard way for software writers to deliver “Help” in-
structions. You never have to go looking for this stuff. It’s there on the help menu. Or you click the 
help button. Either way, it’s just there. It all looks pretty standard and is pretty usable. 

Until now. 

As with so many things, Microsoft wrote a pretty open standard so that lots of companies could build 
their help files and they all work the same. This makes the user’s experience better. And, as with so 
many things, Microsoft’s open standard was compromised. So hackers have figured out how to 
break into your system through help programs. 

So, with Vista, Microsoft introduced a new Help system that is much more secure. 

That’s fine for all new programs be-
ing released. But what about your 
old programs? When you run an old 
program (even Word 2003), you’ll 
see this warning:

And there you can download a program that will allow you to read the old help files. 

Best practice: Don’t do this unless you really need to read those old help files. There is a security 
risk. If you can open the old files on an old computer, that would be better.

The Inside Job 

Our company has been working with security 
for twelve years. Our experience is no different 
than the rest of the technology industry: 

Almost all security breaches come from the 
inside. Whether intentionally or unintention-
ally, someone inside the company either opens 
a hole, or posts information where it doesn’t 
belong. 

Some things can be controlled by the com-
puters (for example, access to files and fold-
ers). But most things can only be controlled by 
human policies. That means written policies. 

Written policies might cover how data can be 
transferred from place to place, how frequently 
passwords change, who can access the sys-
tem remotely, etc.
