Server 2008  

Launch Date Set  

 

A couple of weeks ago Microsoft an-
nounced the launch date for the latest version of Win-
dows: February 27, 2008. 

 

One of the coolest features of the new server from Mi-
crosoft is itôs server virtualization technology , called 
Hyper-V.  

For some time now, hardware vendors such as HP have 
been making machines that are ñtunedò for use as Vir-
tual Servers. Now the server software itself will be tuned 
for Virtual Servers. 

What does that mean to you? 

A virtual server is a server that exists as a program in-
side another server. If you have the right ñhostingò hard-
ware, you donôt have to buy another machine. You can 
simply load up the additional server inside the first 
server. 

We say you have to have the ñrightò hardware because 
you have to have enough horsepower to run both serv-
ers from one machine.  

The good news is that you can save a lot of money by 
running two servers on the same piece of hardware. 

The even better news is that hardware is way ahead of 
software on this front, so you donôt have to worry that 
youôll have to wait. Any server hardware youôve pur-
chased in the last year is likely to have the technology 
you need. 

Server 2008 will come in three primary flavors: Stan-
dard, Enterprise, and Datacenter. Chances are, youôll 
need the Standard version. Each of these is available 
with or without Hyper-V technology. 

There will also be a Web Server version and a version 
specifically designed for the high-end Itanium processor 
from Intel.  

A Small Business Server version will be out near the 
end of 2008. 
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Be More Productive Today  

Add Tasks Quickly  

One of the very cool features in Outlook 2007 is the ability to instantly add a 
task. 

If you have the To-Do Bar enabled in the calendar view (View | To-Do Bar | 
Normal), simply click inside the box that says ñType a new task.ò 

Type a name for your task and hit enter. Poof! Itôs on your task list. Of course 
youôll need to set the priority and category. But if youôre looking for a quick 
way to add a series of tasks, this is it. 

Easy Sort, Too  

Hereôs another great tip: No matter how you have your tasks sorted, you can simply drag a task from 
one section to another.  So, for example, if your tasks are sorted by importance, you can drag some-
thing from the ñNormalò section to the ñHighò section. Voila! Youôve just changed the importance of 
that item. 

Note that you can right-click on an email and add it to your To-Do list as well. Simply select ñFollow-
Upò and pick a category. Now, when you open that item on the To-Do list, it wonôt be a regular task: 
It will be your original email. So, dragging this from one category to another will be the easiest way 
to change itôs priority. Check it out!
