Who Does Google Think You Are?

One of the best ways to see how your business appears to the
rest of the world is to look at it through the eyes of the Google

Search Engine. Here’s how. GOUSIQ

Go to www.google.com and enter one of the
following search phrases:

site:yoursite.com or related:yoursite.com

(Note that www.yoursite.com and yoursite.com may give different
results.)

The first search (site:yoursite.com) lists all the pages from your
site that Google has in their system.

The second search (related:www.yoursite.com) returns links that
Google thinks are related to your site.

The first search is useful if you want to know whether your site is
being indexed, or whether Google has found your new “Services”
page.

The second search is much more useful because it tells you the
kinds of pages that Google thinks are like yours. Is this the crowd
you want to be in? Is your business like these other businesses? If
not, consider revising your web site so that Google has the im-
pression you want to give.

Windows Vista Service Pack;

You may have heard some buzz about Windows Vista
Service Pack 1 (SP1) and Microsoft Office 2007 SP1.

The Vista service pack is currently in “release candi-
date” stage. That means they think it's ready to release
into the wild, but they’re not absolutely sure.

Please do not install this update on any computer (even
if we don’t support it!). This release is not supported by
Microsoft. And it expires!!!

Office 2007 SP1 has been released. When it is proven
stable, we'll be installing it.

KPEnterprises Policy

It has been our policy for more than twelve years that
we do not install service packs of any kind on client
computers until the service pack has been out in full re-
lease for at least a month.

We will install these service packs on our own machines
after they’ve been out at least a week.

We also monitor the news groups, email lists, Microsoft
TechNet, MSDN, and other resources in case there are
problems.

That might sound extreme until you look back at some
of the service packs from the past. As nerdy as it
sounds, we remember service packs that needed to be
patched.

We don’t forget these things!

Once a service pack is known to be good and stable, we
will deploy to your machines through our regular patch
management schedule.

Remember: a Service Pack is really just a collection of
all the fixes you should already have in place. So, if your
machines are up to date, you already have all those
fixes in place!
